Exchanging USD to TZs

For anyone wanting to exchange USD cash to TZS
(Tanzanian Shillings), there will be a Visitors team
member who can exchange the equivalent of
US$50 to Tanzanian Shillings. Please do not bring
small currency notes. US$50 or US$100 notes
which have been made in the past few years are
preferred.

Phone/SIM cardregistration

For anyone wanting to purchase a Tanzanian sim
card for their phone, the Experience and Culture
Manager will have an agent from a local phone
company visit the school. They will provide sim
cards for a few dollars (to be paid TZS).They can
also add data and phone credit to your sim card
as well.

Smith Campus is located in Usa River and is
home to our St Jude’s Secondary School, which
is attended by our O Level boys (the first four
years of secondary) and both girls and boys in A
Level (the final two years of secondary). You'll
get a chance to meet some of the older
students who will tell you about their dreams
and ambitions for the near future. You’ll be
amazed by the artistic talent of these students
when you visit the art room and a music class.

Farm project visit

The farm project supports our goal of
sustainability by reducing food costs and
providing a regular supply of fresh vegetables to
our students. The school aims to grow a wide
variety of fruits and vegetables. The farm
covers 12 acres of Smith Campus and has been
fully funded by incredibly generous donors. We
have two greenhouses, a teaching areaand a
water pump that enables us to use drip
irrigation to water the crops. Students work on
the farm on Saturdays and have classes to
teach them about modern agricultural methods.

Picture painting activity

goal to create an artistic masterpiece. Each
group will be responsible for painting a small
segment of their paintings, you’ll work together
with students to ensure that lines meet and
colours match.
